1.0 RULES

11.1 The rules of racing will follow IDBF rules and the Racing Rules and Regulations as laid by the organizer.

3.2 The drummer is not permitted to paddle during the race.

3.3 Each team is entirely responsible for its own conduct and for complying with the rules governing the race.

3.4 Paddlers, drummer will be registered under one team and shall not compete as a member of another team.

4.0 TEAM MANAGER

4.1 Each team must have a Team Manager.

4.2 The Team Manager will be responsible for liaising with the Organizer and the Competitors Marshals. He will be present at the Control Point Area throughout the time when the team is under the control of the Competitors Marshals.

4.3 The Team Manager will represent the team at the prize presentation ceremony.

5.0 EQUIPMENT

5.1 All dragon boats, paddles, rudders and drums used by competitors will be provided by the organizers. No modifications and addition to the dragon boat or to the equipment in the dragon boat may be made. The allocation of dragon boats shall be the sole discretion of the organizer. The organizer will not be responsible for any failure during the race and each team is advised to carefully check the dragon boat, paddles and rudder allocated before leaving the Boat Marshalling.

5.2 Maximum 16 rowers (number minimum), 1 drummer, 1 steerer are required in one boat.

5.3 Teams can bring their own life-vests and paddles (IDBF approved).

6.0 EVENTS

6.1 The distance of the Championship Course in the race is 1,000 metres.
6.2 The Championship Course is a stretch of water way, marker by clearly visible buoys placed in a straight line at intervals down the length of the race course. (Each teams must row in their respective lane).

6.3 There will be two categories – men open and women open 

7.0 SAFETY RULES

7.1 Life vests (personal floatation aids) is compulsory for all competitors to wear.
7.2 The crew members from a capsized dragon boat are required to stay with the boat at all times until the arrival of safety boats and follow instructions.

7.3 It is the responsibility of the Team Manager to ensure that all members of the team comply with this rule.
7.4 Each competitor is solely responsible for his own safety and fitness during the practice sessions and during races. No responsibility will be accepted by the organizer or any other individual or organization connected directly or indirectly with the races and they will not be held responsible for any death, injury, damage or loss incurred by the members of the team.

7.5 All safely rules must be complied with. Infringement of any safety rules will render a team to be ineligible for the duration of the competition.

8.0 PENALTIES

8.1 If, in the opinion of the Course Umpire or Chief Race Official, a dragon boat has been swamped or capsized deliberately by a team, the organizer reserves the right to imposed a penalty of RM 500.00 on the organizations, which enters the crew and the right to refuse such a team’s entry in future races.

8.2 If in the opinion of the Course Umpire or Chief Race Official and boat Marshall, when a dragon boat is damaged deliberately by a crew, the organizer reserves the right to imposed a penalty of RM 2,000.00 on the organizations entering the team and the right to require such organizations to pay for the costs of repairs to the damaged dragon boat.

9.0 GENERAL

9.1 Any team that fails to comply with the above rules and regulations shall be disqualified.
9.2 In the event of the any question or matter which is not provided in these Rules and Regulations, THE DECISION OF THE ORGANIZER AND / OR THE JURY OF APPEAL ON ANY MATTER, SHALL BE FINAL.

9.3 The organizer reserves the right to accept or refuse the entry of the team in a competition AT ITS SOLE DISCRETION.

10.0 PROTEST

10.1
In the event of a team wishing to make a protest following a race concerning the conduct of another team or the eligibility of the team to compete or against a race result the Team Manager must lodge such protest between 15 minutes of the announcement of the event result, on a appeal form with RM 200.00.
11.0 DEFINITIONS
11.2 ‘Rules’ shall means the prevailing Entry Rules, IDBF and the Racing Rules and Regulations as laid by the organizer.
11.3 ‘Races’ shall mean the dragon boat competition by the organizer either which takes place in every category of the competition.

11.4 As may be applicable as represented “Team Manager” means the person who is nominated to represent the team for all affair with the organizer.
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
